The House of Pacific Relations (HPR) founded in 1935 is
a 501(c](3) non-profit organization dedicated to furthering coop-
eration and understanding between national groups in the United
States. This year we are celebrating our 75" anniversary.

HPR consists of 32 national groups, many of which have their
own small cottage in San Diego’s Balboa Park. These cottages, fur-
nished and staffed by group members, offer visitors a delightful
window into each country’s culture, history and traditions. The
cottages are open to the public every Sunday afternoon for 4 of
the 5 hours between 12noon-5pm. Refreshments are served and
donations are welcomed to defray costs.

On Sunday afternoons between March and mid-November,
Lawn Programs and other Special Events are held on the outdoor
stage in the cottage area from 2-3pm (see complete schedule on
next page.)

Each year, HPR sponsors the Ethnic Food Fair, held on the Sun-
day of Memorial Day weekend featuring food, drinks and enter-
tainment from all of our national groups. The cottages also partici-
pate in Balboa Park’s December Nights, the first Friday and Satur-
day nights of December, with food and festivals, inspired by winter
holidays from around the world.

The Hall of Nations adjoins the cottage area and features exhib-
its of national groups. The Hall is open on Sundays from 12noon-
4pm and is hosted on a rotating basis, by national groups that
don’t have a cottage of their own.

In addition, many of the cottages are open from 11am-3pm on
the 4th Tuesday of each month.

HPR sponsors Ladies Auxiliary for HPR members and their
guests. The group meets on the 2nd Wednesday of most months.

HPR also sponsors a cultural and educational service organiza-
tion for young female members of the Houses. The Queens Or-
ganization fosters a spirit of understanding, tolerance and good-
will between all races and nationalities, and prepares its members
to be adult members of their Houses.
